GUIDELINES
Eligibility Criteria:
· The event is open to students of BIT Sindri and undergraduate students from other recognized colleges and institutions
· Participants from all academic branches and disciplines are eligible
· All participants must hold valid student status at the time of registration and event participation
· Participants must comply with all event rules, timelines, and evaluation requirements
Participation Rules:
· Participation is strictly team-based; individual entries are not permitted
Each team must consist of 3 to 4 members only
· All team members must be officially registered through the prescribed registration process
· Each team shall submit only one project proposal and solution
· Teams must ensure originality of idea and submission
· Plagiarized, copied, or pre-built solutions are strictly prohibited
· Team composition cannot be changed after registration approval without organizer permission
Note: The prescribed PPT format, themes, and problem statements notified by the organizing authority shall form an integral part of the event guidelines. Violation of participation rules shall result in disqualification.
Selection Process:
The selection of teams under INNOVATHON 2026 shall be conducted through a two-round process.
Round 1: Registration PPT Screening
· Teams must submit a project idea PPT at the time of registration
· Screening shall be conducted based on the submitted PPT only
· Evaluation shall consider problem clarity, innovation, feasibility, and impact
· Only shortlisted teams shall be invited to participate in the final event round
Round 2: Final Day Jury Evaluation
· Shortlisted teams shall participate on the final event day
· Teams must develop and present their solution before the Jury Panel
· Live demonstration and pitching shall be conducted
· Jury interaction may be carried out to assess execution readiness and technical strength
· Final winners shall be selected after this round
The decision of the Jury Panel shall be final and binding, and no correspondence regarding results shall be entertained.
Evaluation Criteria:
Projects, PPT submissions, and final presentations shall be evaluated based on:
· Originality and innovation
· Technical feasibility
· Problem relevance and solution clarity
· Practical applicability and impact
· Implementation or prototype level
· Presentation and demonstration quality
· Team approach and collaboration
Evaluation shall be cumulative across screening and final rounds.

Awards & Benefits:
· Top performing teams shall be declared winners in the Final Jury Round
· Awards and prizes shall be distributed during the closing ceremony
· Special recognition may be granted for exceptional innovation and implementation potential
· Participation certificates shall be issued to eligible teams
· Organizer decisions regarding awards and recognition shall be final
