Equity Minds is a flagship investment simulation and decision-making competition organized by the Institution’s Innovation Council (IIC) 8.0, BIT Sindri. Designed to shift perspectives from founders to Angel Investors and Venture Capitalists, the event challenges participants to think, act, and decide like real-world investors.
Instead of pitching startup ideas, participants evaluate real startup opportunities, analyze market dynamics, assess risks, and allocate virtual capital to build high-performing investment portfolios. The competition mirrors real venture capital environments where strategy, judgment, and adaptability determine success.

Call for Proposals (CFP–2026-27)
EQUITY MINDS: Master the Market
(Analyze, Invest, Strategize, Defend)
The Institution’s Innovation Council (IIC 8.0), BIT Sindri invites innovative, analytical, and strategy driven proposals from students to participate in Equity Minds: Master the Market, a flagship investment simulation and decision-making competition.
Equity Minds is designed to shift participants perspective from founders to Angel Investors and Venture Capitalists. Instead of pitching startup ideas, participants are required to evaluate real startup opportunities, analyze market dynamics and risk factors, and make informed investment decisions using virtual capital.
The competition simulates real-world investment scenarios where teams must assess startup pitch decks, construct balanced investment portfolios, respond to unpredictable market twists, and participate in live auctions. Teams are further required to defend their investment strategies before a panel of VC judges and industry experts, mirroring real venture capital evaluation processes.
Through this Call for Proposals, IIC 8.0 aims to cultivate an investor oriented mindset, strengthen financial literacy and strategic thinking, and expose students to the realities of startup valuation, risk management, and capital allocation.
Focus Areas of the CFP:
· Development of an investor-oriented mindset and venture decision-making capability
· Application of financial analysis, valuation logic, and portfolio construction
· Assessment of risk, market dynamics, and strategic adaptability
· Exposure to real-world startup evaluation and capital allocation scenarios
· Simulation of angel investing and venture capital evaluation processes

Proposals that demonstrate strong analytical depth, sound investment rationale, strategic adaptability, and clarity of decision-making are strongly encouraged. The competition emphasizes practical learning, critical thinking, and real-world applicability, making it an ideal platform for students aspiring to careers in entrepreneurship, finance, consulting, and venture ecosystems.






Eligibility Criteria:	
· The competition is open to undergraduate students from all academic disciplines
· Participation is allowed in teams consisting of 2 to 5 members
· Cross-college and cross-disciplinary teams are permitted
· Each participant is allowed to be a member of only one team throughout the competition
· All team members must be available to participate in both online and on-campus rounds, if shortlisted
Participation Rules:
· Participation in Equity Minds is strictly team-based
· Teams shall participate as Angel Investors, collectively making investment decisions using virtual capital
· Each team may submit only one entry for the competition
· Teams must adhere strictly to the competition format, timelines, and submission guidelines notified by the organizing authority
· Team composition, once registered, cannot be changed 
Any form of misrepresentation, malpractice, or violation of rules shall result in immediate disqualification. Participants must maintain professional and ethical conduct throughout the competition
Selection Process & Competition Structure:
The competition shall be conducted through a three-round selection process:
Round 1: Investment Analysis & Report Submission (Online)
· Teams shall analyze pitch decks of 8 startups across diverse sectors
· Virtual Capital: 10 crores
· Deliverable: Submission of a maximum 3-page Investment Report detailing:
· Selected startups
· Amount invested
· Expected equity in return
Only shortlisted teams shall advance to Round 2.
Round 2: Market Twist Auction (On-Campus)
· Shortlisted teams shall face an unexpected Market Twist revealed on the spot
· Teams must adapt their investment strategy in real time
· A Live Auction Round shall be conducted
· Virtual Capital: As notified during the round
Only selected teams shall proceed to the final round.
Round 3: Investment Strategy & Final Presentation (On-Campus)
· Teams shall present their final investment strategy, justifying:
· Portfolio allocation
· Valuation logic
· Strategic pivots due to market changes
· A panel of VC Judges shall critically evaluate teams through in-depth questioning
Evaluation Criteria:
Evaluation shall be conducted cumulatively based on:
· Market understanding and opportunity assessment
· Investment rationale and valuation logic
· Risk management and portfolio diversification
· Strategic adaptability
· Clarity, confidence, and defense of decisions
Awards & Recognition: 
· Certificates of Participation for all eligible teams
· Certificates of Excellence / Merit for winning and shortlisted teams
· Exposure to VC-style evaluation and real-world investment thinking
· Institutional recognition and showcasing opportunities
